UPDATE

Under the current Public Health Order, our church buildings
are able to be opened for both the public celebration of the
liturgy and for private prayer and meditation.

The opening of our church buildings is dependent on the
availability of a COVID-19 Safety Plan for the building, and the
registration of the church as a COVID-19 Safe business.

Last updated on 5 December 2020, the Public Health Order
has set the number of persons who can be present in our
church buildings at any one time to be equivalent to one
person per 2 square metres of space in the building.

Mass

V  Congregational singing is now allowed, with the
recommendation that you wear a mask. A group of up to
five (5) singers may sing together provided they all face
forward and not towards each other, maintain physical
distancing of 1.5 metres between each singer, and must be
5 metres from the congregation and not above the
congregation

V  There can be Presentation of the Gifts under the guidance
of the priest

V  The Sign of Peace will be given by a smile, nod or a wave

V. When receiving Communion maintain the required
1.5 metres physical distance and in single file

V  Communion Host will only be placed in the hand, not the
tongue and there will be no Chalice

After Mass

V  Take home any bulletins that you handle

V  Contributions to the 15t and 2™ Collections may be left in
collection baskets near the church exit as you leave

V  Observe physical distancing as you leave, and refrain from
socialising on the church grounds

V  We need two (2) volunteers per church to disinfect the
churches after each Mass

These limits apply to all services conducted in our church
buildings and include having them open for private prayer.

Anyone in a church building for the purposes of engaging in
work at the request of, and on behalf of, the Parish is excluded
from the limit.

E SACRAMENTS E

ANOINTING AND VIATICUM

Pastoral Care of the Sick and Dying continues with appropriate
care and precautions being observed. Visits to the sick and dying,
and the celebration of Viaticum, are possible and permissible.

Communal celebrations of the Anointing of the Sick are not to
take place, either in parishes or other places, e.g. aged care
facilities.

BAPTISM

The celebration of the Sacrament of Baptism is possible though
liturgical adaptations are required. Baptisms may legitimately be
delayed or deferred in the current circumstances.

Currently, limited number of Baptisms can take place on the
second, third, and fourth Saturdays of the month and are held
between St John the Evangelist Lambton, Corpus Christi Waratah,
and St Therese’s New Lambton. Bookings are made through the
Parish Office. Whilst Baptism Preparation Sessions are essential,
advice around this will be provided at the time of a booking.

COMMUNION MINISTRY TO THE SICK
Taking Communion to the Sick is currently limited to the priests.
FUNERALS

The celebration of funerals is possible subject to the general
requirements around physical distancing, the capacity of church
buildings and the provisions of the COVID-19 Safety Plans, both
general and funeral specific, for your church building.

Liturgical adaptations are required in the current circumstances.

MARRIAGE BOOKINGS

The celebration of weddings remains possible under the current
Public Health Order, subject to the general requirements around
physical distancing, the capacity of church buildings, and the
provisions of the COVID-19 Safety Plan, both general and
wedding specific, for your church building. The maximum number
of guests at a wedding held in a church building is the number of
persons equivalent to one person per 2 square metres of space
in the building.

These revised limits also apply to gatherings immediately before
or immediately after the wedding itself.

PENANCE

The celebration of the Sacrament of Penance is possible.

Celebrations of the First Rite of Reconciliation can take place with
appropriate care and precautions.

The communal celebration of the Sacrament of Penance, that is,
the Second and Third Rites of Reconciliation, should not take
place.

Priests are exhorted to honour any reasonable request to
celebrate the Sacrament of Penance.

SACRAMENTAL PROGRAM
Parents enquiring around the Sacramental Program are advised

that this year’s program is suspended until further notice.

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HoMmILY

Sometimes translators of the Bible get it wrong for all the best
reasons. We are used to hearing in today’s Gospel that Jesus
was ‘filled with pity’ when he encountered the leper, but the
Greek word Mark uses is more accurately translated ‘anger’,
not *pity’. With the exception of the cleansing of the temple in
John’s Gospel, generations of translators found it hard to
imagine Jesus angry. Jesus’ anger, however, provides a
wonderful insight into him, and a strong challenge to us.

Anger tells us that something is wrong. It is an important and
valuable emotion. Anger is value-neutral. It's what we do with
it that defines its effect in our lives. Some of us sit on it and
stew. Others gain energy from their anger to right the wrong.

People who had any type of skin disease in first century
Palestine were called lepers. They were treated shamefully.
They had to live outside the villages and towns, call out
‘unclean, unclean’ when they came near others, could never
attend the temple and were considered cursed by God and so
excluded from the Chosen People. No wonder Jesus was
angry when he encountered a man with leprosy. Here he also
confronts a social class system that robbed this man of his
human dignity and religious laws that robbed him of hope.

There are two details in this story that are especially
important. The man with leprosy feels comfortable enough to
go straight up to Jesus, to put his case, and ask for healing.
We are told that Jesus touched him. Social and religious laws
were being broken in this encounter. But Jesus’ healing of the
man isn't just about challenging social laws and taboos. Jesus
tells the man to fulfil his religious obligations so that he can

REFLECTION

We know that we will all have to face some kind of suffering, and
so we try to prepare ourselves for it. Yet when it comes, as
prepared as we try to be, it can overtake us with such fury that
we fall back defenceless. We look to others for support and
assistance, and if we are fortunate, we find it. However, even in
the most supportive of communities, suffering tends to alienate
us from those who are healthy and secure. Suffering reminds us
of our own finitude and the contingent nature of all of life. It
threatens our sense of order.

Jesus is not deterred by human suffering. He welcomes all who
approach him; his healing touch reincorporates those who have
been ostracised; his loving embrace reassociates those who have
been alienated. In the reign of God, there are no outsiders. All
belong to Jesus, and, therefore, all belong to each other. When
the one afflicted is embraced by the community, the community
is an authentic manifestation of the inclusive
reign of God.

In suffering we witness human vulnerability -[%
and our desperate need of each other and of ﬁ
God. There, at the edge of life and on the

fringes of the community, we may E
experience the tenderness and compassion
of God. The loving touch of Christ that can
heal our souls, if not our bodies. It is there
that we may most authentically participate in
the cross of Christ. Joined to him we are
anything but unproductive or worthless.

We are challenged this
Sunday to trust our anger.
This is not only about
fighting for our rights when
we have been wronged, but
more so, it's fighting for the
dignity and rights of others. It can take many forms: taking
the life of those yet to be born, or who are near natural death,
fighting for future generations by calling for a just care of the
earth. And it can be about standing up for those people in our
home, parish, workplace, neighbourhood, country and world
who are treated shamefully, excluded, derided, or declared
unclean.

Why should we bother? Because this Sunday Christ comes to
us, again, and declares that despite what we might think
about ourselves, or what we have been told, there is nothing
in us which cannot be healed or is beyond hope.

May this Eucharist give us the love and compassion of Christ
to fight for others’ dignity because of the dignity we have
received from Him. May we trust our anger and pray that it
be like that of Jesus, and so turn us into agents of change for
a more just church and for a more just world.

SAINTS

Our Lady of Lourdes

The Blessed Virgin Mary first appeared to Bernadette
Soubirous, on 11 February 1858, at a cave near the river
Gave in France. She showed Bernadette a hidden spring and
told her to drink and wash from it. Over the next few months
she appeared to her on seventeen
occasions; sometimes in the
presence of others, although only
Bernadette could see her. She told
Bernadette to tell priests to build a
chapel at the spring, and that she
should pray for the conversion of
sinners. As a result of these
visions, Lourdes has become one
of the greatest pilgrim shrines in
Christian  history, with many
people claiming the water has
miraculous healing powers.
